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This September marks the completion of the new £10m Evesham Leisure Centre in Worcestershire. The facility, 
funded by Wychavon District Council, has been built in just over eighteen months and was finished on target for 
the proposed September 7th opening – marking the 10th anniversary of Wychavon Leisure.
